The Research Centre for Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Art of the Academy of Athens,
honouring its founder, the academician Manolis Chatzidakis (1909-1998), eminent
Byzantinist, General Director of Antiquities, Director of the Byzantine and Christian
Museum and the Benaki Museum, organizes its annual scientific lecture in his memory,
on Tuesday, September 30th 2025 at 7:00 p.m. at the Academy of Athens, 28
Panepistimiou /Eleutheriou Venizelou Bd and Sina Str, Athens. The invited speaker
this year is Maria Parani, Associate Professor of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Art and
Archaeology of the University of Cyprus, who will lecture on “The Church of the
Transfiguration at Sotera (Famagusta District). A Contribution to the study of

monumental painting in the Crusader Kingdom of Cyprus”.

The social upheavals brought about by Cyprus' gradual transformation from a
Byzantine province to a Crusader kingdom led to the cessation of the production of
monumental painted ensembles on the island around the middle of the 13th century.
When monumental painting resumed after 1270, patrons and painters sought inspiration
not only in the rich, local tradition of late Komnenian painting, but also in the common
artistic language cultivated at that time in the Eastern Mediterranean. The murals of the
church of the Transfiguration at Sotera, a village south of Famagusta, the port that
connected the island with the Crusader Levant, date from this period. The surviving
wall painted fragments reveal an iconographic programme that is unique in terms of
both content and spatial arrangement. Maria Parani's lecture examines these
peculiarities with the purpose of enhancing our understanding of monumental painting

in Cyprus during a period of intense exploration and experimentation.
